The University of Trds-os-Montes and Alto
Douro (UTAD) is a public university open to
society and the world. It was the first higher
education institution created in the interior
region of northern Portugal. Established as an
agrarian Polytechnic Institute in 1973, it became a
University in 1986.

Today, through ifs Schools of Agriculture and
Veterinary Sciences, Science and Technology,
Life Sciences and Environment, Humanities and
Social Sciences, and Health, UTAD offers about
100 courses of bachelor, master and doctorate
degrees.

It promotes research and community projects
that contribute to the scientific and technologi-
cal innovation, improving teaching quality and
the socio-economic and cultural development.

It encourages international exchanges, and
close collaboration with institutions around the
world, as part of various European and interna-
tional research, training and mobility programs.

UTAD is an ecosystem of learning and skills
development, made of  multidisciplinary
knowledge, and an instifution that values and
encourages close relationships between about
500 teachers and over 7000 students from
Portugal and other countries.

As part of its Strategic Plan, and for the period
2017/2021, UTAD intends to build an ECO-UNI-
VERSITY, an institution committed to the involve-
ment of the academia and the community in
shaping responses to the great contemporary
societal challenges.

The campus is a botanical garden where
infrastructures fully meet all quality require-
ments of teaching, research and leisure:
library and museum, classrooms and study
spaces, laboratories, experimental areas,
auditoriums and sports facilities, widespread
broadband wireless network.

The Social Services are distinguished by
excellence and provide access to modern
university residences, canteens, bars and
restaurants, computer rooms, and support in
the areas of medicine, psychology and
nutrition.
